INTERACTION  FORMS AND SOCIAL  INTERACTION  PROCESS
In daily activity at school, of course  all of you  often meet some  competition  situation, clash or conflict  with your schoolmates. To solve the problem, maybe some of  you want  to use  a co-operation system, with  your classmates or other  schoolmates, the  objective is to collect  more  friends. For the example, when  there is a school  sports week, class VII  students  cooperate  with other  students  of the  same grade in  a volleyball competition  VS class VIII Students  .


The cooperation they made, is the example that they have done  a type of social interaction. Human social interaction can take the form  of a cooperation, accommodation, competition and also dispute  and clash.


According to the scientists, there are two  kinds of social  process as the effects of social  interaction, they are:

1. Processes of association that is  divided  into three specific types, they are:

a. Accommodation

b. Assimilation

c. Acculturation

2. Processes  of disassociation  that includes:

a. Competition

b. Contravention

c. Conflict

1. Cooperation

Cooperation is a combined  effort between individuals and groups to  reach a goal. Cooperation  come from  individuals, understanding of their group (in group) and other  group ( out group) and will be stronger if there is  a danger  from outside  or an  act  that hurt traditional  loyaltry.

Charles H .cooley  (Soekanto.1990), put  forward  the importance of cooperation .

Cooperation  appears when  people  ares aware of the same  interests  rather than  of togetherness, have  enough knowledge and selfcontrol  to meet the interests. The awareness  of the same interests  and the organization are the  main factors in mutual cooperation.

There are two type  of  coordination  as follows:

a.  Spontaneous  cooperation, is a form  of cooperation  based on  spontaneity, such as the  supporters of a football club who cannot  accept their  club’s defeat, and  they throw  some  bottles  of mineral  water on to the field  to  disturb  the game  or to hit  the  players.

b. Directed cooperation, is the cooperation  resulting  from  a superior’s order. For example :  Indonesian  National Army  go to  the country as a manifestation  of the union between  the army forces  and the people. 

The directed cooperation is    divided  into two types, they are:
1)  Contractual cooperation , that  is a form  of cooperation based on a certain  motive:

2) Traditional cooperation, is the cooperation  as a part of social  elements.

For example  the cooperative  activity  of cleaning a housing  environment.

The form and patterns  of cooperation  will be  easily  found  in the  daily  life. The  development  starts from  family  circles  and  then  develops to  the  community  through  collective acts.
Some factors  that  promote cooperation  are  as  follows:

a. Self desire
b. Common  objective

c. Responsibility such as keeping  security  of the neighborhood.

d. The reason to ask others

e. The desire  from  somebody or a group to reach the greater  objective or  result

f. Solidaritas
